From the Board of Directors:   

 High on the list for consideration, your Board is working 
out an arrangement to allow CCGYC to acquire ownership of the 
new Marina Club building and the surrounding property. The 
bankruptcy filing by Captain's Cove Group nullified our previous 
contract to trade ownership of the building for a number of build-
ing lots (and other considerations) currently owned by CCGYC. 
However, the CCGYC Board considers the Marina Club complex 
to be a fundamentally important asset to our Community, both 
from a quality of life aspect and its importance in maintaining the 
property values of all Cove members. We will continue to work 
towards our ownership and control of this facility. 
 The Board is proceeding with negotiations with several 
banks to acquire acceptable funding to purchase the Marina 
Club. This is an ongoing process that will determine if this makes 
good financial sense for the CCGYC. Several negotiations are 
currently underway. 
 The ultimate ownership of Cove Utility Company remains 
very much an unsettled issue. There are many complex issues to 
be resolved regarding the future of this important company. The 
CCGYC Board will continue to evaluate and position ourselves in 
a manner that will best protect the financial interests of our mem-
bers and the quality of life in our Community. The Board consid-
ers it a high priority to take all sensible action to insure the contin-
ued operation of this vital resource. 
The Board will continue to inform all members as events move 
forward on these issues.
