(CERT) is holding a Health and Safety Fair in the Marina Club
banquet room and parking lot on June 26, 2010 from 8:30 AM to
12:00 noon. There will be representatives from the County Health
Department, the Department of Public Safety and the Eastern
Shore Medical Reserve Corps who will provide lots of handouts.
We will offer some medical lab tests this year such as Glucose
(blood sugar) and Cholesterol provided by Atlantic General Hos-
pital and the Eastern Shore Community College LPN class. We
will also have nurses measuring blood pressure. Greenbackville
Fire Department will have their new pumper fire truck and ambu-
lance here and Atlantic Fire Department will have the Smoke
House to demonstrate how to get out of a burning home. There
will also be fire safety literature and Packets of Life available. The
Coast Guard Auxiliary will provide boating safety literature. Hos-
pice and Palliative Care will have information regarding the ser-
vices they provide. One of our team members will have an exam-
ple of an emergency disaster kit on display so you will know how
to set up your own kit.

GVFD—New Tanker

The Officers and Members of the Greenbackville Volun-
teer Fire Department are proud to announce that a new
Tanker/Tender was recently purchased. "Tanker 2-7"
was officially placed into service by Chief Jeff Massey
on March 16, 2010 at 1900 hrs. The new unit was built
by Freedom Fire Equipment of Marietta, Georgia and is
placed on a 2010 Peterbilt model 340 chassis. It is pow-
ered by a 360 horsepower Cummins diesel motor, cou-
pled to an Allison automatic transmission. Unit is
equipped with a 500 gallon per minute Hale pump and a
3,000 gallon tank. The apparatus holds the title as the
"Largest Capacity Tanker" in Accomack County. Fea-
tures include the departments new color scheme of
Charcoal Grey over Red; an all LED emergency &
D.O.T. lighting package; three (3) stainless steel dump
valves, with operator controls located in both the cab
and at the rear of unit; rear vision safety camera, with a
cab mounted full color LCD screen; Air ride seats; and a
3000 gallon portable Fol-Da-Tank, for use during rural
water shuttle operations. (A tanker is needed due to the
fact that our district is primarily a non-hydrant area - The
Cove's hydrants are placed on the central roads, not on
the cul-de-sacs or in the heavily populated waterfront
areas.)

This unit replaces an aging 1978 Ford/L.T.l. 3000 gal-
lon tanker, which has served our community well for the
past 32 years. This purchase was made possible
through successful fundraising over the past 10 years.
All residents are encouraged to visit the Fire Station lo-
cated on Stockton Avenue in Greenbackville, to view the
new tanker and our other eight (8) Fire & EMS vehicles.
(And if you're lucky, our Dalmatian “Maggie” will greet
you at the door!) Thank you for your continued support
