Team (CERT) is holding a Health and Safety Fair in the
Marina Club dining room and parking lot on June 26,
2010 from 8:30 AM to 12:00 noon. We have added
some new vendors since the May news report. There
will be representatives from the County Health Depart-
ment, the Department of Public Safety and the Eastern
Shore Medical Reserve Corps who will provide lots of
handouts. We will offer some medical lab tests this year
such as Glucose (blood sugar), Cholesterol and PSA
(men only) provided by Atlantic General Hospital and
the Eastern Shore Community College LPN class.
Please fast for eight hours for a more accurate Choles-
terol and Blood Sugar result. We will provide a light
snack for you after the blood test is taken. We will also
have nurses measuring blood pressure and doing foot
checks which are especially beneficial for Diabetics.
Greenbackville Fire Department will have their new
pumper fire truck and ambulance here and Atlantic Fire
Department will have the Smoke House to demonstrate
how to get out of a burning home. There will also be fire
safety literature and Packets of Life available. The
Coast Guard Auxiliary will provide boating safety litera-
