Well it looks like summer is over, but it does not mean the fishing is.  
What a year so far, even though we lost a couple of weeks with hit 
and miss fishing weather with hurricane Bill and Danny with that four-
day washout in September.  Now it is fall fishing, which I like the best.  
Went out in our bay and it seems like some nice flounder are return-
ing to be caught.  Very soon the stripers will be under the bridges and 
making their run past the beach.  As we read this, the channel across 
the cut should be fully marked with new markers.  Not many trips this 
month to the wrecks, but when we did, the fishing was good.  With 
the 20 degree drop in water temp, the blackfish (tog taug) will be re-
turning to the wrecks, and don‟t forget closed season the month of 
December in Maryland, not Virginia.  Flounder season in MD closed 
September 14th, so keep those rods in VA waters.  The last two 
weeks of flounder season up in Ocean City, the catches were nice.  
Too bad they close the season so early.  When you could get off, off 
shore in Sept. and Oct., the fishing out in all the canyons was still 
producing some nice catches of yellow fin and white marlin releases.  
Over on the beach, Sept. was a pretty quiet month, but the first week 
of October, the red drum were making their run with some nice 
catches.  Soon, anytime now, as you read this report, the striper 
should be giving some nice fall fishing.  Hope it‟s as good as spring 
was.  Now, since the water temp. has gone down, and with all that 
rain, the Cove ponds are really filled up.  The bass are really feeding 
to fatten up for winter, slamming those plastics on the bottom and 
attacking the top water at dusk.  Caught an 8 pounder at the pool 
pond, and as I say, take a picture and release them.  Again, any good 
stories, reports or pictures, send them to rondee34891@verizon.net, 
would like to hear from fellow fishermen.
